Animal Resources and Veterinary Care at Wayne State University
The animal care program at Wayne State University (WSU) has a Public Health Service (PHS) Office of Laboratory Animal Welfare (OLAW) animal use Assurance (assurance number A3310-01 or D16-00198) and is registered as a research facility with the US Department of Agriculture (USDA), registration number 34-R-014.  WSU is fully accredited by the Association for Assessment and Accreditation of Laboratory Animal Care International (AAALAC).  WSU provides the animal care program by contract for the John D. Dingell Veterans Administration Medical Center (DVAMC), and the DVAMC is included in the above assurance, registration, and accreditation.
The WSU Division of Laboratory Animal Resources (DLAR) staffs and manages all animal facilities.  Animal care is directed by an ACLAM board-certified veterinarian who serves as the Attending Veterinarian.  In total, there are three DLAR clinical veterinarians.  Veterinarians are on-site during normal working hours, and are available by phone 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year.  Veterinary Technicians provide animal husbandry, technical assistance, and training.  Some DLAR technicians hold certification by the American Association of Laboratory Animal Science (AALAS).  
Research utilizing vertebrate animals is overseen by the WSU Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (IACUC) and must be performed under an active approved protocol. The program conforms to the National Research Council’s Guide for the Care and Use of Laboratory Animals, 8th Edition.  The IACUC is structured and operated in accord with NIH’s Office of Laboratory Animal Welfare (OLAW) Public Health Service Policy on Humane Care and Use of Laboratory Animals.
